Financial Report

General Report

It is under the theme: "Social Transformations at the Tum of the Millennium: Sociological Theory and Empírical
Research", that the Research Council of the Intemational Sociology Association, ISA, held its 2000 Conference
followed by its Business Meeting inMontreal from July 28-30, 2000.

Organized by a team led by Arnaud Sales, under the auspices of the Department of Sociology at
the Université de Montréal and the Centre de Recherche Interuniversitaire sur les
Transformations et les Régulations Économiques et Sociales, the meeting was held in the
ultrarnodern functional facilities at the École des Hautes Études Commerciales, thanks to the
President of Research Cornrnittee 17 on the Sociology of Organizations, Jean Francois Chanlat.
Sponsors other than the ISA included l'Association Canadienne des Sociologues de Langue
Francaise (ACSALF) and the Canadian Sociology and Anthropology Association. The members
of the prograrnme cornmittee were Gérard Boismenu, Vanaja Dhruvarajan, Jules Duchastel,
Marcel Fournier, Arnaud Sales, Alberto Martinelli and Piotr Sztompka. Doctoral student
Roxanne Bernier coordinated preparations for the conference.

With this conference, the Research Council is pursuing a collaborative research effort on the contribution of
specialized branches of sociology to the description, interpretation and explanation of contemporary social
transformations, one of the founding theme of sociology as a distinct discipline. Among the Social Sciences,
Sociology occupies a privileged position in the study of social change not only because of its traditions, but also
because of the range.of its branches of specialization. From this point of view, Research Cornmittees are privileged
observatories of changes occurring into well-delimited fields.

With more than 50 papers presented at sixteen sessions, the Conference represented a good occasion not only for
documenting, in a substantive, systematic and profound way, analyses and understandings of contemporary social
transformations, but also establishing links between the different areas of research. Presentations focussed on either
the substance or the theoretical conceptualization of these changes. Two plenary sessions punctuated the
Conference. The opening presentation was by Piotr Sztompka, who spoke on "Social and Cultural Trauma: The
Other Side of Social Change", while a roundtable on "The Dynarnics of Globalization" saw presentations from
Alberto Martinelli, Michael Srnith and Amaud Sales. Conference program may be consulted at
http://www.ucm.es/info/isalconference/. Possibilities of publishing a selection of the works presented at the
Research Council Conference are being explored.



Even though the Conference was held in the height of Surnmer, participation from Research
Cornmittees was high, and it attracted a dynamic audience of colleagues and students.
Participants from some 20 countries represented more than 40 committees and several working
groups. The meeting has enabled numerous exchanges among participants who, in some cases,
sought to pursue inter-committee collaborations. It is also worth mentioning the presence of
several members of the Executive Committee of the ISA, of Stephen Crook, representing the
Local Organizing Committee of the World Congress of Brisbane as well as the publishers of
joumals and other publications associated with the ISA.

.
Funding for the Conference was by the ISA, the Social Sciences Research Council of Canada,
Fonds FCAR of Quebec, and the University of Montreal.

Business Meeting

The Research Council Business Meeting, chaired by Amaud Sales, included much information
and discussion. One highlight was the creation of the Mattei Dogan Foundation Prize for
Comparative and Interdisciplinary Research in Social Sciences to be awarded every 4 years to a
sociologist at the World Congress of Sociology in recognition for hislher lifetime
accomplishments and achievements in comparative or interdisciplinary research in Social
Sciences. The sum to be awarded will most probably be $4,000 U.S.

The Executive Committee of the ISA wishes to show its gratitude to Mattei Dogan for his
personal generosity and that of his Foundation for making this first ISA award possible. The
Research Council unanimously elected Alicia Abreu (RC 30), Ann Denis (RC 32), Henri Teune
(RC 35) and Amaud Sales (President of the Research Council) to the prize selection committee.

Alberto Martinelli, President of the ISA presented the projects and accomplishments of the ISA
over his midterm of office: Surnmer School for young sociologists, relations with national and
regional associations, a series of manual s on intemationalizing the training of sociologists and on
line services via the ISA web site.

Arnaud Sales followed with a presentation on developments related to the activities of the
Research Council:

• Numerous intemational conferences organized by the Research committees.

* Publication in September 2000 by Sage Publications, London of the International
Handbook of Sociology, edited by Stella Quah and Amaud Sales. This book is the result of the
collaborative work of the Research Comrnittees originally presented at the 1997 Conference of
the Research Council held in Montreal. It covers both contemporary theoretical perspectives as
well as the recent developments in specialized areas of Sociology. Royalties will go to the ISA.

* Finally, the ISARC 2000 Conference presented above.



One of the important points on the agenda was preparations for the World Congress in Brisbane
2002. Piotr Sztompka, Vice-President Program, was invited to present the main orientations of
the Brisbane program, particularly the plenary sessions and the large thematic symposia to take
place in the mornings. Following the discussion it was decided to add 4 integrative sessions to be
organized by the Research Cornmittees. This project is coordinated by Linda Christiansen-
Ruffman.

Albert Martinelli presented the projects of presidential sessions while Arnaud Sales presented the
guidelines and the timetable of the Research Cornmittees sessions which will be held in the
aftemoons and evenings. The Research Council accepted the proposals.

A matter of importance was the number of sessions allotted to each Research Council. The ISA
Executive Comrnittee adopted new roles regarding the allocation of the RC sessions. The
number of sessions allotted in the Congress will be linked to the number of members in good
standing with ISA within each Research Committee. The Research Council, by a large majority,
voted in favour of the new roles.

Members of the Research Council heard a presentation by Stephen Crook, President of the
Australian Sociological Association and member of the Brisbane Local Organizing Comrnittee on
preparations and facilities for the upcoming World Congress. Research Committees have been
asked to indicate as soon as possible the amount of space they need for their activities.

Considering the importance that the ISA has always accorded to linguistic diversity in its
operations, as witnessed by the Touraine Report, Jurgen Hartmann presented by way of example,
the language policy of RC 34 on Youth. This policy was presented in a previous ISA Bulletin.

In accordance with regulations, the Research Council elected its Nominating Cornmittee for 2002 Elections. It
consists of the following 5 members:

A part of the Research Council meeting was devoted to the presentations on the publication
activities of the ISA by Christine Inglis, Vice-President Publications; to the new format of the
SAGE Series in Intemational Sociology by Julia Evetts, Editor; to Intemational Sociology with
Said Arjomand, Editor, and Jennifer Platt who is in charge of the Book Review Section of
Intemational Sociology.

On the request of Kay Lawson, RC 18 on Political Sociology, participants signed a letter of
protest at the imprisonment of Dr Saad Edding Ibrahim by the Egyptian authorities. Dr Ibrahim
is editor of the work Civil Society and Party Politics in the Arab World: Reluctant
Democratization which will be published by Praeger.



As seen, the Research Council agenda was quite packed, but went ahead in a pleasant and
productive atmosphere, thanks to the contribution of all its members.
